Game A - New Wilmington, PA - April 28, 2004 - 4:30 p.m.
#3 Westminster 2, #6 Waynesburg 0

The third-seeded Lady Titans edged the sixth-seeded
Yellow Jackets in a pitcher’s dual which saw a com-
bined five hits by the two teams. Both Westminster runs
came in the sixth. With runners on second and third with
one out, junior first baseman Heidi Kimmel (Poland,
OH/Poland Seminary H.S.) hit a hard grounder to the
shortstop, who threw home wildly allowing both runners
to score. Freshman P Jennifer Pancake (Boardman,
OH/Boardman H.S.) fired a two-hitter with six strikeouts
for Westminster, as she recorded her fifth shutout of the
season. Senior P Sarah Langsdorf (Sardis, OH/River
H.S.) was the hard-luck loser for Waynesburg, despite
allowing just three hits while striking out three.

Game B - Greenville, PA - April 28, 2004 - 5 p.m.
#5 Washington & Jefferson 3, #4 Thiel 2

Host Thiel took a 2-0 lead into the sixth inning, but the
Presidents rallied late with two in the sixth and one in
the seventh to post the opening round win. W&J tied the
game on a two-run single by freshman DH Amy Fallon
(Jefferson Hills, PA/Thomas Jefferson H.S.), then in
the final frame sophomore 2B Stacey Bugle (South
Park, PA/South Park H.S.) drove home senior 1B An-
gela Iadanza (Canton, OH/Perry H.S.) for the game-
winning run. W&J senior P Lauren Pieri (Dunlevy, PA/
Charleroi H.S.) earned the win, allowing one run on three
hits with three strikeouts. For Thiel, sophomore OF Katie
Walker (Harrison City, PA/Penn-Trafford H.S.) and
junior 2B Tina Cale (Windham, OH/Windham H.S.)
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each posted RBI singles, with Walker going 2-for-3 at
the plate.

Game C - Bethany, WV - April 30, 2004 - 10 a.m.

The Lady Titans advanced to the winner’s bracket finals
with single runs in the sixth and seventh, then held off a
GCC rally in the bottom of the seventh to post the one-
run win. Freshman Jennifer Pancake (Boardman, OH/
Boardman H.S.) allowed one run on five hits with two
strikeouts in the win, while GCC senior Allison Atwood
(Warren, PA/Warren H.S.) took the hard-luck loss after
giving up two runs on four hits with five strikeouts.
Westminster junior SS Lauren Boris (Gibsonia, PA/
North Allegheny H.S.) was 2-for-4 with an run scored
and an RBI in the win.

Game D - Bethany, WV - April 30, 2004 - noon
#1 Bethany 4, #5 Washington & Jefferson 0

The top-seeded and host Bison continued to roll, as
Bethany rode a complete game two-hitter by sophomore
Romney Waters (Burgettstown, PA/Burgettstown
H.S.) to the winner’s bracket final against Westminster.
Waters walked none and struck out 10 in her gem. Of-
fensively, Bethany scored three in the first before add-
ing an insurance tally in the fifth. Junior 2B Heather
Bainey (Philipsburg, PA/Philipsburg-Osceola H.S.)
led the Bison at the plate by going 2-for-3 with a solo
home run and three RBIs. W&J senior Lauren Pieri
(Dunlevy, PA/Charleroi H.S.) took the pitching loss for
the Presidents.

The Tomcats took a 2-0 lead in the top of the third, only

The Yellow Jackets pulled off their second consecutive
upset win, knocking the second-seeded Lady Wolver-
ines out of the tournament with three runs each in the
first and fourth innings. Senior Sarah Langsdorf
(Sardis, OH/River H.S.) went the distance for the pitch-
ing win for Waynesburg, allowing three runs (two earned)
on eight hits with three strikeouts. Junior OF Kari Mari-
ner (Waynesburg, PA/Waynesburg Central H.S.) and
freshman 1B Kristen Hemingway (Tarentum, PA/High-
lands H.S.) each went 2-for-4 in the win, with Mariner
scoring twice, while freshman SS Sheena Morgan
(Washington, PA/Washington H.S.) drove in a pair of
runs. Freshman Lauren Carlson (Meadville, PA/
Meadville H.S.) suffered the pitching loss for GCC, while
sophomore 1B Alicia Stefanik (West Middlesex, PA/

Jennifer Pancake (Boardman, OH/Boardman H.S.)
in a pitcher’s dual, with the difference being a solo home
run by Bethany junior 2B Heather Bainey (Philipsburg,
PA/Philipsburg-Osceola H.S.) in the fourth inning.
Waters fired a one-hitter (a single by Westminster sopho-
more 2B Abby Mazar (Oakdale, PA/West Allegheny
H.S.)) with no walks while stirking out 10, while Pan-
cake allowed one run on four hits with three strikeouts.

Waynesburg, the lowest seed entering the tournament,
continued its improbable run to the PAC title game by
upsetting Westminster and knocking the Lady Titans out
of the tournament. The Yellow Jackets rode the arm of
junior Shana D’Aurora (Steubenville, OH/Steubenville
H.S.), who allowed one run on just three hits in the com-
plete game victory. Freshman C Kristen Hemingway
(Tarentum, PA/Highlands H.S.) led the Waynesburg
offense by going 3-for-4, while junior OF Kari Mariner
(Waynesburg, PA/Waynesburg Central H.S.) and jun-
ior OF Sarah Pingley (Somerset, PA/Somerset H.S.)
each went 2-for-3. For Westminster, sophomore Katie
Parfitt (Roulette, PA/Port Allegany H.S.) suffered the
pitching loss, while senior OF Rachel Lawrence
(Canonsburg, PA/Canon-McMillan H.S.) went 2-for-2
with the team’s lone RBI.
