The Westminster College men’s and women’s
swimming teams each collected wins over visit-
ing Bethany Saturday in a PAC meet ... The Titan
men won 91-18 while the Titan women won 107-69. On the men’s side,
senior Conor Simpson won the 100 (50.47) and 1,000 yard (10:30.45)
freestyle races ... Simpson also helped Westminster win the 200 freestyle
relay (1:31.71) ... For the women, junior Natalie Rambish and junior
Emily Dressler each won a pair of races ... Rambish won the 1,000
freestyle (11:43.05) and the 200 butterfly (2:36.21), while Dressler cap-
tured the 50 (26.00) and 100 (55.77) freestyles.

Washington & Jefferson Presidents

Both W&J swim teams continued their undefeated starts
to the 2008-09 season after sweeping Baldwin-Wallace
Saturday … Sophomore Brandon Smith paced the W&J
men with four victories, while sophomore Chrissy Brant
and freshman Brittany Vogel each racked up three
triumphs for the Presidents’ women … Smith earned first-place honors
in the 100 backstroke (57.71), 200 backstroke (2:03.42) and 400 IM
(4:20.94) events, while also leading the 400 medley relay (3:43.36) to a
win … Brant touched first in the 100 (1:03.95) and 200 (2:18.37) back-
strokes, while also leading the 400 freestyle relay (3:58.95) to another
win … Vogel upped her season victory total to 10 after collecting wins in
the 100 (1:12.98) and 200 (2:36.22) breaststroke events and the 400 IM
(4:52.98) … Senior Brittany Bertoli and freshmen C.J. Corcoran and
Bethany Haver all had two wins … Bertoli claimed the 200 butterfly
(2:19.39) and 500 freestyle (5:36.88), while Corcoran won the 100 but-
terfly (1:01.86) and 200 freestyle (2:03.35) … Haver earned first place
in both diving events, collecting 210.10 points on the 1-meter board and
214.85 points on the 3-meter platform … Freshman Michael Boutwell
won the 500 and 1,000 freestyles for the second-straight meet … Se-
nior Mark Sirkoch earned three first-place finishes … He won the 100
breaststroke (1:04.93), while also helping two relays to victories.

(2:42.99) and freshman Sara Reass in the 500 freestyle (6:12.30) …
The top effort for the Bethany men was from senior Nik Yacobi, who
grabbed third place in the 50 freestyle (25.61) … Both Bethany teams
are now off until after the Thanksgiving holiday and will return to action
Saturday, Dec. 6, with a home meet against Penn State-Altoona.

… On the women’s side, freshmen Jenna Richert and

Sarah Page won the 50 and 100 … Bethany Johnson set a new
program record in 3-meter diving with 217.20 points … Nate Nielsen’s
victories in the 200 free and 200 backstroke helped pace the men to a
152-114 win over Hiram … Caleb Courage set a new school record in
the 100 backstroke (52.00) … He also touched the wall first in the 50
free and 100 butterfly … Dan Gummel contributed legs to two victori-
ous relay efforts … Grove City will host Saint Vincent Friday night in
conference action … Saturday, Grove City will compete in the Case
Western Reserve Quad against CWRU, Kenyon and W&J.

It was the second relay win of the day for SVC, as
Okonak, Eric Clouse, Matt Snelick, and Zack Krejdovsky started the
day by capturing the 400 medley relay ... Snelick picked up the indi-
vidual win in the 100 breaststroke, while Okonak touched first in the 50
free, Maldonado the 100 free, and Clouse the 100 butterfly ...
