Waynesburg suf-
fered three-straight
losses at the
Baldwin-Wallace
Quads last week-
end in the first dual
matches of the sea-

son for the Yellow Jackets ... Against Case
Western Reserve, Waynesburg dropped a
38-18 decision ... Freshman Josh Boyle
opened the match with a 7-4 victory in the
133-lbs. before classmate Jason King fol-
lowed with a 5-2 win at 184-lbs ... Sopho-
more heavyweight Rich Janicki registered
the final victory against CWR via forfeit ...
Against host B-W, senior L.R. Neubauer
posted the only win for the Yellow Jackets
in a 48-6 loss ... Neubauer registered a vic-
tory via pin fall at the 3:19 mark in the heavy-
weight match ... Waynesburg finished the
day with a 47-11 loss to Mount St. Joseph
... King posted his second victory of the af-
ternoon at 184-lbs. by medical default, while
sophomore heavyweight Melvin Warrick
finished the match with a tech fall victory,
20-5.

Washington & Jefferson
competed at the 14-
team King’s Monarch In-
vitational on Saturday in
Wilkes Barre, Pa.  …
Nearly 600 matches
were competed in a field
of 265 wrestlers … The
149-pound weight class

had the most competitors with 32 … Se-
nior 157-pounder Pete Elers and senior
197-pounder Dan Law led the Presidents
with fifth-place finishes … Elers pinned
Elizabethtown’s Mike Lussier (4:14) and
then earned a 10-6 decision against Mike
Guenther of Scranton before falling in the
semifinals … Law lost by fall in his open-
ing match, but rallied to claim fifth place
after defeating Jonathan Wood of King’s
(default) and EJ Mount of E’town (3-0) …
Sophomore heavyweight Josh Brewer
earned a pair of victories in the winner’s
bracket before falling to Joe Tartar of
Muhlenberg by fall … Senior 184-pounder
Chris Price also earned a pair of wins in
the consolation bracket.
