Sophomore Nate Santelli wrestled to a fifth-
place finish in the 184-pound bracket Satur-
day as the Tomcats finished 12th (of 14) with
29.0 team points at the Ohio Northern Uni-
versity Invitational ... Santelli, who entered
the tournament unseeded, defeated fourth-
seeded Chis Bailey of Ohio Northern 6-5 in
his opening match before falling to fifth-
seeded Joe Kraft of Heidelberg College 12-3
... Santelli took a medical forfeit win overTom-
cat teammate J.T. Lacich and defeated
Ashland University’s Matt Allen 3-2 before
being pinned by third-seeded Adam Justice
of Muskingum College (5:02) ...After losing
to Kraft earlier in the day, Santelli outlasted
Kraft 3-2 to claim fifth place at 184...freshman
Corey Murphy finished sixth in the 149-
pound weight class ... Murphy opened with
a18-2 technical fallwinoverHeidelberg’sDan
Claus before losing to second-seeded Nathan
Shearer of Ohio Northern 7-6 ... Murphy won
three-straight matches in the consolation
bracket before falling to Manchester
College’s Rocky Burkett 8-4 ... Murphy
dropped a tough 5-3 decision to third-seeded
Tony Patrizi of Heidelberg 5-3 in the fifth-
place match ... Thiel returns to action on Fri-
day, December 9 when it will travel to
Williamsport to compete in Lycoming
College’s Bud Whitehill Division III Duals.

Just two Waynesburg wrestlers placed in the
Ohio Northern University Invitational on
Saturday, as the Yellow Jackets finished last
place in the 14-school field with 26 points ...
Ashland University decisively won the tour-
nament with 195.5 points, 95 points ahead of
second place West Liberty State College ...
No. 8-seeded Steve Wagers placed seventh
as he went 3-2 in the 197-pound weight class
bracket ... Wagers won his final two bouts of
the tournament by pinning Muskingum’s
Tony Drew (5:30) and winning a 5-0 decision
over seventh-seeded Neil Reddington of
Indianapolis in the seventh-place bout ... J.R.
Fidler also went 3-2 for the day with a sev-
enth-place finish ... He pinned Baldwin-
Wallace’s Eddie Waters in the consolation
bracket of the 133-pound weight class ...
Fidler won his seventh-place bout via a medi-
cal forfeit ... Three other Waynesburg grap-
plers registered wins during the tournament,
led by No. 7-seeded heavyweight Brian
Wolfe, who went 2-2, and No. 6-seeded 149-
pounder Ken Laird, who also went 2-2.
